High Court directs
contempt proceedings
against man seen on toilet
during virtual hearing

ADITIRAJA
VADODARA, JULY 4

DAYS AFTER a video of a man,
purportedly seen attendinga vir-
tual proceeding while sitting on
atoilet, was widely shared on so-
cial media, the Gujarat High
Court has directed that a suo
motu contempt proceeding be
registered against the Surat resi-
dent while remarking that “such
disorderly and uncontrolled be-
haviour has become frequent”.

Stating that the video had tar-
nished the image of the court, the
bench said it is required to be
“immediately banned and
deleted”.

In an oral order passed on
June 30,and uploaded Thursday,
a Division Bench of Justice A'S
Supehiaand Justice RT Vachhani
directed the Registry to register
suo motu contempt proceedings
against the man“upon verifica-
tion”, and to produce a “neces-
sary report” before the next date
of hearing.

“After the registration of con-
tempt proceedings, the Registry
shall issue the notice to the con-
temptor as to why he should not
be prosecuted and punished for
committing Contempt of Court
as defined under Section 2(c) of
the Contempt of Courts Act, 1971.
Asuo motu proceedings shall be
listed after a period of two
weeks,” the court said in the oral
order.

Stating that the Presiding
Judge of a court may direct to
stop live streaming in such situa-
tions, the court also directed the
Registrar, Information
Technology, to “apprise this court
about the mechanism to stop
contumacious litigants in partic-
ipating in livestreaming proceed-
ings”.

The court said that
“such disorderly and
uncontrolled
behaviour has become
frequent”. It added that
the video had tarnished
the image of the court.

The incident took place on
June 20, when the man, a com-
plainant in an FIR lodged at the
Kim police station in Surat dis-
trict, had joined the virtual pro-
ceedings of the court of Justice
Nirzar Desai and was purport-
edly seensitting on a toilet while
awaiting his turn to consent to
quashing a petition. “The infa-
mous video tarnishing the image
of this Court is widely circulated
insocial mediaandisrequired to
be immediately banned and
deleted,” the Court said.

In the now-viral video clip of
the live streaming of the pro-
ceedings, the man was initially
seen in a close up with head-

Minor dies as play ladder
falls on himin school

10-ft-tall structure, made of steel and iron, was damaged

SURAT,JULY 4

AFIVE-YEAR-OLD boy, who be-
longed to a tribal community,
died after a ten-foot-tall play
ladder in the backyard of his
school fell on him on Thursday.
The child, identified as
Hardik Vasava, succumbed to
severe injuries. The incident
happened at a Piraman Primary
School in Ankleshwar taluka of
Bharuch’s Piraman village. The
school is operated by the
Bharuch District Panchayat.
According to details ob-
tained from Ankleshwar A
Division police station, the inci-
dent occurred during the recess
in the afternoon. Seated on the
floor near the huge giraffe-
shaped play ladder made of
steel and iron rods, Vasava was
having his lunch. The ladder was
resting against a wall and some

children were playing on it,
when the structure fell on the
boy.

Hearing the noise, the teach-
ers rushed to the backyard and
found that Vasava had sustained
severe injuries. He was rushed
to Jayaben Modi Hospital, where
he was declared dead on arrival.

Accidental death case

Pragneshsinh Chavda, Police
Inspector, Ankleshwar A
Division, reached the spot with
his team, on Thursday, inter-
acted with the teachers, and
lodged a complaint of acciden-
tal death. Subsequently, a probe
was launched.

Talking to The Indian Express,
Police Inspector Chavda said,
“We have lodged an accidental
death complaint and have
started a probe. The giraffe-
shaped structure was kept in
the backyard of the school. It
was damaged and the school

authorities had instructed stu-
dents not to play onit. However,
some students started playing
on it on Thursday while the
teachers were busy having
lunch during the recess.The vic-
tim was having his lunch when
the incident happened. Strict ac-
tions will be taken in case of
negligence.”

“We will write to Bharuch
District Primary Education Officer
to ensure that such play struc-
tures in the government schools
across the district are removed
from the campus or are rein-
stalled in order to prevent such
incidents,” he further said.

Rajubhai Prajapati, who has
served as the principal of Piraman
Primary School from 2012 to
2025, said, “The school was ren-
ovated at the direction of late
Senior Congress leader Ahmed
Patel, in 2017-18. The school was
builtin 1936, and since then, it has
undergone three renovations.”

Bomb threats: Two Vadodara
schools evacuated, probe on

VADODARA, JULY 4

TWO SCHOOLS in Vadodara were
evacuated on Friday after they re-
ceived bomb threats through
emails. With these, four such in-
cidents were reported in the city
inaspanof tendays. Vadodara city
police said the content of both the
emails were the same.

The emails received by Cygnus
World School and D R Amin
Memorial School claimed thatan
“RDX device” had been planted on
the premises of each of the
schools. This prompted the city
police to undertake intensive
search operations.

Police said the emails also bore
the signature of the sender, iden-
tified as'Madras Tigers'. The mes-
sage follows previous similar hoax
threats sent to other schools, re-
ferring to political figures in Tamil
Nadu and warning of large-scale
explosions, according to senior
police officers.

The students, who were evac-
uated on Friday, were sent home.
Teams from the Bomb Detection
and Disposal Squad (BDDS), the

Officials during a search at Cygnus World School on Friday.

Special Operations Group (SOG),
and the Cyber Crime Cell carried
out a thorough search of each of
the schools.

Deputy Commissioner of
Police (Zone IV) Panna Momaya
said, “The Cygnus World School
received an email around 7 am
(on Friday), and was warned of a
bomb on its premises. The
Principal immediately informed
the police."

The police also said that a
probe to trace the origin of the
emails is underway .

Friday's incidents come days
after the Ahmedabad Cyber
Crime Cell arrested a Chennai-

based woman, Rene Joshilda, for
allegedly issuing hoax bomb
threats to over 20 locations, in-
cluding the Gujarat High Court, re-
portedly toavenge an unrequited
romantic relationship.

The city police have already
sought assistance from central
agencies, including the Indian
Cyber Crime Coordination Centre
(14C), to trace the source of the
threatemails and investigate pos-
sible links between the threats.

Officials on Friday also men-
tioned that nine bomb threats re-
ceived in Vadodara since June
2024 have turned out to be
hoaxes.

However, as he sets his
phone aside moments later, the
video shows him on a toilet. He
is then purportedly seen wash-
ing,and walking out of the bath-
room to a different surrounding
while awaiting his turn.

Earlier in March, the Gujarat
HC had imposed a fine of Rs 2
lakh onalitigant who had joined
avirtual hearing froma lavatory.
He was also sentenced to com-
munity service for two weeks —
cleaning and watering the gar-
den of the HC in Sola in
Ahmedabad on an eight-hour
daily shift. The court had rejected
the defence of the man that he
had joined the HC proceeding
virtually for the first time and
therefore, committed a mistake.
